Issuer’s principal activities

The objects of Deutsche Bank, as laid down in its Articles of Association, include the transaction of all kinds of banking business, the
provision of financial and other services and the promotion of international economic relations. The Bank may realise these
objectives itself or through subsidiaries and affiliated companies. To the extent permitted by law, the Bank is entitled to transact all
business and to take all steps which appear likely to promote the objectives of the Bank, in particular to acquire and dispose of real
estate, to establish branches at home and abroad, to acquire, administer and dispose of participations in other enterprises, and to
conclude enterprise agreements.

Deutsche Bank is organized into the following segments:
— Corporate Bank;

— Investment Bank;

— Private Bank;

— Asset Management; and

— Corporate & Other.

In addition, Deutsche Bank has a country and regional organizational layer to facilitate a consistent implementation of global
strategies.

— one or more representatives assigned to serve customers.

Deutsche Bank is neither directly nor indirectly majority-owned or controlled by any other corporation, by any government or by any
other natural or legal person severally or jointly.

Pursuant to German law and Deutsche Bank's Articles of Association, to the extent that the Bank may have major shareholders at
any time, it may not give them different voting rights from any of the other shareholders.

Deutsche Bank is not aware of arrangements which may at a subsequent date result in a change of control of the company.

The German Securities Trading Act (Wertpapierhandelsgesetz) requires investors in publicly-traded corporations whose investments
reach certain thresholds to notify both the corporation and the German Federal Financial Supervisory Authority (Bundesanstalt fur
Finanzdienstleistungsaufsicht) of such change within four trading days. The minimum disclosure threshold is 3 per cent. of the
corporation's issued voting share capital. To the Bank's knowledge, there are only four shareholders holding more than 3 per cent. of
Deutsche Bank shares or to whom more than 3 per cent. of voting rights are attributed, and none of these shareholders holds more
than 10 per cent. of Deutsche Bank shares or voting rights.

What are the key risks that are specific to the issuer?

The Issuer is subject to the following key risks:

Macroeconomic, Geopolitical and Market Environment: Deutsche Bank is materially affected by global macroeconomic and
market conditions. Significant challenges may arise from persistent inflation, the interest rate environment, market volatility, and a
deteriorating macroeconomic environment. These risks could negatively affect the business environment, leading to weaker
economic activity and a broader correction in the financial markets. Materialization of these risks could negatively affect Deutsche
Bank’s results of operations and financial condition as well as Deutsche Bank’s strategic plans and financial targets. Deutsche Bank
takes step to manage these risks through its risk management and hedging activities but remains exposed to these macroeconomic
and market risks.

Business and Strategy: If Deutsche Bank is unable to meet its 2025 financial targets or incurs future losses or low profitability,
Deutsche Bank's financial condition, results of operations and share price may be materially and adversely affected, and Deutsche
Bank may be unable to make contemplated distributions of profits to its shareholders or carry out share buybacks.

Regulation and Supervision: Prudential reforms and heightened regulatory scrutiny affecting the financial sector continue to have a
significant impact on Deutsche Bank, which may adversely affect its business and, in cases of non-compliance, could lead to
regulatory sanctions against Deutsche Bank, including prohibitions against Deutsche Bank making dividend payments, share
repurchases or payments on its regulatory capital instruments, or increasing regulatory capital and liquidity requirements.
